In 2017 she performed the role of Euridice at Royal Opera House of Muscat in the world premiere of
The Opera!, from which is being completed a movie that will be released in 2024, directed by Davide
Livermore and starring Vincent Cassel and Fanny Ardant.

In 2010, at a very young age, she participated in the role of Il Paggio at "Rigoletto a Mantova", a TV
movie produced by Italian Nation Television (RAI) following an idea of Andrea Andermann and
boradcasted live all over the world, with Orchestra Sinfonica della Rai conducted by Zubin Mehta and
Placido Domingo in the title role.
